Traffic Pattern and Safety Instructions

In the interest of safety and fairness we ask you to make note of the following:

1. Racing lanes take you through the second or third arches of bridges. At the Start look for
lane number 3 on the Strawberry Mansion Bridge. Use the orange buoys as a guide.

Do not race downstream through other arches; this is a traffic pattern violation and you will
hit upstream traffic.

2. On those portions of the course that are straight, a crew being overtaken shall move to
the right and allow the overtaking crew to pass. Where the course turns, the crew being
overtaken shall move to the outside of the turn and allow the overtaking crew to pass along
the shorter path.

A crew is deemed to be overtaking another crew, if it moves to within one boat length
of the crew ahead. The crew being overtaken must yield, if they can safely do so.

3. Do not pass at bridges or if otherwise unsafe to do so — this is a safety violation subject to

penalty.

4. Follow the published traffic pattern and do not cross the racecourse unless directed by a
marshal or referee.

Referees will be alert for traffic pattern violations and interference with other crews.
Possible penalties include: Reprimand, Warning, Exclusion, Disqualification.
Race hard and have a safe regatta.

From New York/New England:

From southbound New Jersey Turnpike (NJTP), take exit 6 to Pennsylvania Turnpike (I-276 West).
Follow PA Turnpike to exit 25A (Mid County).

Take this exit (keeping to the left) and follow signs to 1-476 South (Chester).

After toll booth, take I-476 South to exit 6 (junction with I-76 East, the Schuylkill Expressway)
Philadelphia/Valley Forge.

Take this exit (on right), stay in left lane of exit and follow signs for Philadelphia.

Follow I-76 East to exit 340 on the left.

Take this exit and stay in the left lane as you go over City Avenue Bridge across the Schuylkill River.
Stay left and follow signs for Kelly Drive.

The ramp will spiral downwards in a counter-clockwise direction and will merge you onto Kelly Drive,
southbound.

Take a right into the parking lot.

Continue two miles on Kelly Drive to Boathouse Row and Regatta Headquarters at #10, Vesper Boat Club.

From Scranton/Allentown:

Take Northeast Extension of PA Turnpike (Route 9 South) south to exit 25 (Mid-County).
Take this exit (keeping to the left) and follow signs to 1-476 South (Chester).

After toll booth, take I-476 South to exit 6 (junction with I-76 East, the Schuylkill Expressway)
Philadelphia/Valley Forge.

o Take this exit (on right), stay in left lane of exit and follow signs for Philadelphia.

o Follow |-76 East to exit 340 on the left.

o Take this exit and get in the left lane as you go over City Avenue Bridge across the Schuylkill River.

o Stay leftand follow signs for Kelly Drive.

e  The ramp will spiral downwards in a counter-clockwise direction and will merge you onto Kelly Drive,
southbound.

e Take I-95 North through Wilmington to Philadelphia International Airport and follow signs for Phila Center

e Take exit, I-76, Schuylkill Expressway, west. This takes you across the Penrose Ave. Bridge across
Schuylkill, a.k.a. Route 291.

e Assoon as you come down bridge get in left lane, as you will turn left at first light onto 26th Street.

o This will take you directly onto I-76 west. Follow I-76 about 8 miles, past Boathouse Row and the race
course.

e Follow I-76 West to exit 340 on the right.

o Take this exit, turn right at foot of exit and get in the left lane as you go over City Avenue Bridge across the
Schuylkill River.

o Stay left and follow signs for Kelly Drive.

Men and Woman Singles and Doubles — Mixed Doubles

No Age Categories or Handicaps

In the classic style of the Biglin Brothers and rowers of old, the Turning the Stake
Races require all competitors to turn around two buoyed stakes.

The race will begin at the Starting line, the Viking statue, traveling up river (West
River Drive side, opposite Boathouse Row). The Turning Stakes will be positioned
before the Girard Avenue bridge (first bridge going up river). Competitors will do
a U Turn around two Stakes, once the competitors’ boat and oars have gone
completely around both stakes, each boat will follow a down river course (Kelly
Drive/Boathouse Row side) to the Finish line (which is the same as the Starting
line), the Viking statue.

Each boat is timed. Timing begins when each boat crosses the Start line and will
stop when each boat has crossed the Finish line. The course is approximately
500m up and 500m back for a round trip total of approximately 1000m. Boats will
be sent off in atime trial/head race fashion with approximately 10 second breaks
between boats.

Tankards will be given to the first three boats in the Mens 1X, Womens 1X, Mens
2X, Womens 2X and Mixed 2X categories. So grab your partner or venture out in
your single and invite your family and friends to come and cheer you on to
victory.
