PARKING:
Boat Trailers: will be parked on the south side of Island
MetroPark near the GDRA boathouse at 124 E Helena St.
Boat Trailer drop-off is Friday, October 4t 9am-6pm. Boat
trailers are directed to their locations by GDRA staff only. You will
not be able to park your trailers without assistance. There is NO
boat trailer parking after 6pm on Friday October 4th.

Food/Booster Trailers: may park on the north side of Island
MetroPark along the walkway. Booster Trailer drop-off is Friday,
October 4th 9am-6pm. Again, only staff will be able to direct you
into the park to set up. Must be done before 6pm on Friday, Oct
4t Trailers can stay on the Island in the grass, but trucks must be
parked in the parking lot.
