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The Races
There will be a variety of races offered from 500 to 2000metres. Races may be combined if insufficient entries 
for any one race are not received.

The final race will be a fun challenge between 2 person teams. Each competitor will row 250 metres.

Lanes
When you sign up for your event you will be assigned a numbered machine. 

All COMPETITORS (SINGLE AND TEAMS) NEED TO BE AT THEIR MACHINE 5 MINUTES BEFORE THEIR START 
TIME.

Please let the volunteer know if there are any mechanical problems with your erg. You will be moved to a dif-
ferent machine or put in the next race if it cannot be fixed immediately.

The Start     
When all competitors are in position, the Marshall will call “All rowers ready?” 30 seconds later the Marshal 
will call “Ready, Set, Row”.

Before the start of each event, the Marshal, will verify the presence of scheduled competitors. Any competitor that 
does not appear within 5 minutes of the start time specified in the schedule may be excluded by the Marshal.

After you Finish
Please take a moment to go to the warm-up area for a cool down and to get some water.

RESULTS WILL BE POSTED FOLLOWING THE RACES ON THE WHITE BOARD. ANYONE COMPETING IN THE 1000 
METRE EVENT WILL HAVE THEIR RESULTS UPLOADED TO THE WORLD ROWING VIRTUAL INDOOR SPRINTS LOG.

Awards will be presented after all races are finished.
