Since the WIFC is now managed by the City of Welland and with the events taking place on the waterway, it is mandatory to have lifeguards present for WIFC hosted events. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Lifeguards will be present during the ROWONTARIO Masters Rowing Championships in safety boats or in the WIFC Medical Room to provide First Aid. 

The primary medical station will be located near the finish area to ensure quick access to any athletes in distress at the end of their races, since the most medical situations tend to take place in that location.  A tent and signage will be erected to specify this location, which will be included in the pre-event notice.  This responder will be equipped with a tent, radio, AED and appropriate signage to ensure quick access to medical emergencies taking place at a different location.  

The secondary medical location, for longer term care and observation, will be located in the basement of the main building of the WIFC.  Signage will be displayed to designate this location.   The medical room will be stocked with all medical supplies, cots and a wheelchair, as well as a second AED.
