Parking FAQ for the USRowing Southeast Youth Championships

How is the venue set up?

Lake Lanier Olympic Park on both sides of Clarks Bridge Road. The “Tower side” is east of Clarks Bridge
and is identified by the 1996 Olympics Timing Tower; visible as you cross Clarks Bridge. The “Boathouse
side” is identified by the new construction of our $17M boathouse, replacing the original boathouse
from the ‘96 Olympics. There is a pedestrian tunnel joining the two sides; pedestrians are not allowed
to cross Clarks Bridge Road.

How will parking work and where can spectators park?

Parking will be $10/day and payable with cash only. We are not selling pre-paid passes prior to the
event. Passes for both days of racing can be purchased on Saturday. There will be limited spectator
parking at the venue in the Tower-side parking lot at Lake Lanier Olympic Park,
https://goo.gl/maps/DVFPdU6PzxSe9YY7A. Once that lot fills up, additional parking is available off-site
at Lanier Park, 675 White Sulphur Road, Gainesville, GA, https://goo.gl/maps/pS6GeZEyyq2sx9gg5. We
are strongly encouraging drivers to drop off passengers, coolers, etc. at the venue drop-off area
before going to the off-site parking. This will be more convenient and will help reduce wait times for
the shuttle service. Parking prior to Saturday is available at the Tower side parking lot on a first come
first served basis. Lanier Park is less than 5 minutes from the venue.

Where can team buses park?

In order to utilize as much on-site parking for spectators, we are asking team bus drivers to drop off
athletes at the drop-in by the plaza, then move the buses to Lanier Park or elsewhere off-site.

What about Coaches and Referees?

Referees will have reserved parking on the Tower side of the venue (see attached diagram). Coaches
will park in the designated area on the Boathouse side denoted on the parking diagram below.

When will parking open for boat trailers?

Boat trailers will be parked on the Boathouse side of the venue. We will open boat trailer parking on
Wednesday afternoon and will park trailers until 7pm each day. If you miss the 7PM cutoff, trailers can
be parked overnight in the Tower-side parking lot. Parking spaces will be designated with marking paint
and we ask all drivers to park trailers within these marked areas.
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
